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4.11 Educational Heritage

The Board of Education supports the retention and preservation of educational
artifacts and archival records that document the historical heritage of schooling in
the Revelstoke area.

Guidelines

1.  The district will encourage the compilation, collection, restoration and
preservation of significant records, major reports, textbooks, school and
classroom furnishings and objects and any other item that has relevance to
education in this region since public schools were established in 18809.

2. Space in a school district facility may be designated for the safekeeping of
relevant educational artifacts and records.

3. The district will support the mission of the Revelstoke Museum and
Archives Association, through the Revelstoke Museum and Archives in
maintaining the educational heritage of the area. The Curator of the
Revelstoke Museum and Archives will judge the value of items for inclusion
in its collections.

4. Items for resale, auction or other disposal are to be screened for heritage
value, by the school principal or other interested appointee (s).

5. The school district may create a liaison contact with the Revelstoke
Museum and Archives.
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
