 Ministry of Education Meeting with Board Chairs December 5th, 2009 
 
 Trustee Chell reported on the Ministry of Education meeting where districts learned that 

there would be continued financial pressure in 2010/2011 due to the HST, negotiated 
teacher salary increases, pension increases, carbon offsets, etc.  He reported that there 
was a degree of unrest amongst districts due to the uncertainty of funding and the need 
for more flexibility regarding land disposal.  Once the budget announcements are 
received in February we will have a better idea of our financial position for 2010/2011.
